Communication (EAC) 
EAC is an eight week, part-time course provided at no additional 
cost to all UQ students from non-English speaking backgrounds who 
require assistance with their English language skills.

EAC is designed and delivered by The University of Queensland’s 
Institute of Continuing & TESOL Education (ICTE-UQ).

Course Content
Classes focus on listening/note-taking skills, grammar clinic and 
writing skills. The following language areas will be addressed and 
developed, depending on the needs of the students:

•	 sentence expansion and connections

•	 paragraph construction

•	 process and logical order

•	 classification of information/interpretation of data

•	 descriptive writing/style and appropriateness

•	 reasons, results and consequences

•	 summary writing and paraphrasing

•	 presenting a written argument

•	 analysis of grammatical problems and terminology

•	 grammatical organisation and punctuation

•	 grammar relevant to academic English

•	 examination skills; understanding examination questions and 
learning and revision techniques

No tuition fees are required for UQ undergraduate and postgraduate 
students (including study abroad and exchange) or research higher 
degree candidates from a non-English speaking background.
